WHAT WE DO:

· We provide a discounted spay/neuter program for pets of low-income families who need assistance with veterinarian costs for sterilization (up to 75% of cost) depending on financial need. We also provide a free spay/neuter event once a year for as many dogs and cats as funds will allow.
· We provide a $10 vaccination voucher for rabies and canine/feline annual shots for the cats and dogs of verifiable low-income pet owners. 
· We rescue adoptable dogs from the City Shelters in Coleman and Santa Anna and from selective other sources: individuals, strays, other rescue groups. As a rule of thumb, we take adoptable dogs/cats from individuals only when the pet is altered or when the individual will donate something toward the procedure. 
· We provide a foster home and vet care for rescued dogs: spay/neuter, rabies, canine disease shot, worming, including heartworm preventative, grooming, de-flea, food and other care, as required. 

· We adopt the rescued dogs to new homes. Adoption fees to out-of-county homes average $100, in-county homes $60-$75. Many adoptions are to the Metroplex, Austin, San Antonio, Abilene, out of state. We use three Internet sites:

We provide trap/neuter/return for feral cats. Traps are available for you to trap cats in your neighborhood. Volunteers help with the cats at the city park.  
· We are a local, nonprofit, 501(c)(3) animal welfare organization, not an “animal rights” activist organization. 

· We raise funds through private donations, membership dues, fundraisers, thrift store and grant applications. 
· We send notices to addresses given to us by citizens who suspect animal cruelty and/or neglect at the address.  HSCC has no authority to enforce animal cruelty laws, but we copy the appropriate law enforcement agency. 
· We approach government bodies for action when needed to improve the plight of our local domesticated animal population, and strive to see that local ordinances are fair and adequate.  
WHAT WE DO NOT DO:

· We do not have a shelter. We do not anticipate a Humane Society shelter with staff in the foreseeable future. We provide yard space with shelter when there are no foster homes available. 

· We do not pick up stray or abandoned animals. We get phone calls daily asking us to pick up dogs and cats. Only Animal Control picks up animals. Within the city limits of Coleman, call  the Police Department. In Santa Anna, call City Hall. The County makes no provision for picking up stray animals.
· We do not take in litters of unwanted puppies and kittens. We do not have a place to keep these unfortunates. SPAY/NEUTER!

· We are not under the umbrella of any national humane society, such as the HSUS (Humane Society of the United States), or the ASPCA (American Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals). 

· We do not receive any funds from government or other sources (such as HSUS or ASPCA) unless it is applied for through grants. 

· We do not take any position regarding hunting. We have heard it rumored that we are anti-hunting and are somehow officially associated with animal rights groups that are anti-hunting. This is not true. Our mission relates to companion animals only.
